 REPORT  (Session 2020-2021) 

 

2020-2021 was a challenging year for the whole world & also for the NSS Unit of Late Dattatraya 

Pusadkar Arts  College. Due to the Covid 19 pandemic the college was closed. The government gave 

the instructions not to go outside of our homes except the necessary work. Everyone was confused 

and frustrated. Still in that unprecedented situation the NSS unit of the college had been functioning 

well with so many online activities for the development of the volunteers as well as the community.   

The enthusiastic volunteers have fulfilled the cardinal principle of the programme that it is organized 

by the students themselves, to enhance their leadership qualities, democratic attitude, sense of civic 

responsibility and skills of team work & sharing responsibilities. Both the students and the 

Professors-In-Charge through their combined participation in social service got a sense of 

involvement in the tasks of community development. The activities undertaken during the current 

year are as follows:-
